“Nothing good is going to come out of her!”
       Those were the words of a caregiver about a 12-year old girl named Nastya at a Russian orphanage that I recently visited.
I was in shock from another reminder of
      





what these children experience... how they are mistreated and humiliated on a daily basis. I was in tears for this sweet little girl.

Unfortunately, those are words that have been repeated to Nastya over and over again at the orphanage since she was taken from her abusive, alcoholic parents.

Nastya, at 12 years old, has experienced more heartache than you and I will ever face in our lifetimes. It is no wonder that orphans in Russia face adulthood...

...with a 30-year life expectancy.
...a high likelihood of committing suicide before the age of 25.
...a 90% chance of being homeless and addicted to drugs.
...a target of human traffickers.
Without support, Nastya will become a statistic.

Allies is on a rescue mission and you are right there with us! Together, because of your gifts this year, we have a presence in her orphanage now. I am hopeful for her because of all the good work our donors and volunteers are doing in orphanages around the world. 
There are so many happy endings that you made possible that I could tell you about, but one sticks out. I think about Alina in Adygeya, Russia who had the support and love from Allies volunteers there. These volunteers encouraged her. They told her she was valuable. They taught her how to avoid
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human traffickers.  She recently left the orphanage with the continued support of those adults. She now lives a happy life and supports herself making jewelry, a skill she learned to love as a child in the orphanage just doing crafts with the volunteers! 

Now to you and me, a jewelry making class may seem simple. But these sorts of activities are vital to orphans who hear over and over and over...

You will amount to nothing.  You do not matter.  
Your friend that left the orphanage just killed herself.
Activities such as crafts and music lessons are a vehicle for our volunteers to build trust and bring love and light to these sweet children. Allies volunteers provide the emotional support and stability that is painfully absent for these children. Allies volunteers bring hope. And you made that possible with your generosity!

Hope is everything to an orphan that is mistreated day in and day out. Hope is the difference between life and death for these children.
